Dear Parents, 
 
School Review 
Our School Review has been conducted during the week. I wish to thank all the parents, staff 
and students who have met with our reviewers to discuss areas that we can celebrate and areas 
we need to focus on as we begin to develop our strategic directions for the next four years. 
Already in my discussions with Jill, John and Deborah we have identified some crucial areas 
for improvement based on your input. Monday will be our final review day and will assist in 
putting all of the reviewers findings into some recommendations for our next strategic plan. 
 
School Reports 
School Mid-Year Reports will be sent home in the last week of Term 2. In response to parent 
feedback we will be holding Mid-Year parent teacher discussions early in Term 3. In previous 
years we have held these at the end of Term 3. However, my discussions with parents have 
indicated that an early Term 3 discussion allows more time for parents and teachers to work 
together on helping students achieve their learning goals for the remainder of the year. 
 
Bus Travel Forms 
Year 6 students have been given Bus Travel application forms for travel to Drouin Secondary 
College next year. Students who require Bus Travel must have these forms completed and 
submitted at Drouin Secondary College by July 21st, 2018. 
 
Principal's Conference 
As I write this Newsletter I am attending a South East Victoria Principal Conference in 
Melbourne. Over 1000 Principals and School Leaders have attended to hear from education 
experts both local and international. There is a very strong focus on collaboration between 
teachers to discuss student assessment, develop next steps of learning, teach and reflect on the 
practices that have been successful and/or not as successful. There has definitely been some 
great take-away ideas that can be implemented at Drouin South Primary School. 
 
Teacher Replacements 
At times teachers need to be replaced for reasons including professional learning, planning, 
illness or other types of employment leave.  At Drouin South we have a number of Casual 
Replacement Teachers (CRTs) that we employ.  This time of year can sometimes be difficult 
in filling absences due to the dreaded winter cold and flu season and also because all teachers 
in all schools have an entitlement to take a Professional Practice Day each term.  This has all 
put a drain on the pool of CRTs available. In some cases a CRT may not be available and this 
may require the school to split a grade.  Grade splitting is a last resort and certainly not 
something we do regularly, although at times it is a necessary practice that we have to follow.
