Dear Parents and Guardians 
 

Positive School Wide Behaviour 

"If a child does not know how to read..we teach. If a child does not know how to behave...we punish." 

The above quote is an important one in the context of behaviour management strategies at school and 
something is not quite right with it. Research shows that around 20% of students need extra assistance 

with their learning in reading, writing or maths and just as many students need extra assistance to 

develop good behavioural and social habits. With the launch of school- wide positive behaviour at 

Drouin South Primary School this week the focus is on the desired behaviour expectations or in other 
words, the behaviour we want all students to strive for. This week our focus in on being Respectful in 

the playground. Students who demonstrate this behaviour will be awarded "Kookies" or tokens of 

acknowledgement for being respectful. Teachers are spending time in the classroom reflecting on this 

expectation and celebrating the students who can demonstrate this. When students do not follow this 
expectation, teachers will discuss this with students and "teach" the student what this should look like. 

Over time, we will introduce each of our four school expectations and explicitly teach them to all 

students with extra attention provided for the 20% of our students who need that extra help in this area 

of their learning. We know that punishment is not the answer. 

 
Principals Forum 

On Thursday and Friday this week I attended a regional principal's forum in Melbourne. 

Approximately 500 principals attended the conference from south-eastern Victoria. We had 

opportunities to listen to leaders from Canada and the U.K. from areas where significant 
improvements have occurred in literacy and maths. The forum also consisted of a number of sessions 

for principals on topics including leadership, building a professional learning community, creating and 

maintaining a positive learning climate and engaging the school community. The forum was also an 

opportunity for the Minister of Education James Merlino to launch a state-wide Literacy and 

Numeracy strategy that will guide the work of Victorian schools over the coming years.
